Met at Valley Farm, South Lopham on Thursday 11" July 2013. The Parish
Council is amongst 5%, selected at random, for a more detailed spot-check of
our procedures by the external auditors appointed by Norfolk CC. No planning
matters of note however the Parish Council is trying to establish what impact
intended central Government changes to the planning laws may have and what
steps need to be taken to ensure that development within the parish takes into
account need and the views of the community.
